Sermon outlines

Churches vary so much in the way they conduct their worship and teaching that we
have included a number of different sermon outlines that follow the three themes of
the Transforming Lives project:

e Exploring vocation

e Letting our faith transform our work through the story told by our life

¢ Being a transforming Christian presence in a multicultural society

You will want to adapt these to the style and structure of your worship, but we hope
they provide plenty of food for thought. In each case there is more material than
you can use in one sermon or talk, so you will need to be selective in designing your
own version. In this section you will find:

¢ AII—age talk on the theme of vocation, using the story of Nehemiah.

4 Vocation — a two-sermon series using the story of

Nehemiah. The first sermon explores the nature of vocation; the second,
how you can discover your vocation.

¢ Letting faith transform our work a sermon on living God’s
story, letting our faith transform every part of our lives including our work,
using the story of David and Bathsheba.

¢ Living for Christ in a non-Christian culture notes for
a sermon using the story of Daniel.

¢ Suggested Bible passages which could be used as a basis for
a further sermon.

Suggestions are given in the sermons for using clips from the DVD. These give
examples of how Christian teachers have responded to the three themes, but the
principles within them are relevant to people in all walks of life, not just teachers.

There are two banks of images available in this toolkit for those who like to use
presentation software such as PowerPoint to complement their sermons. One set is
of photographs taken in a school, showing lots of different educational scenes. The
other is of some cartoons on the theme of teaching. Permission is granted for the
use of these images in presentations to support the material in this toolkit, but not
for other purposes.

There are lots of ways that you could combine the elements of this Toolkit to create
church services. Some suggestions are given — feel free to adapt them to the
particular style of worship of your church, and to include other elements appropriate
to the requirements of your church.
